Shared and modelled Writing, taking place within English
lessons, allows the teacher to demonstrate good writing
practice to the children while using their ideas. This is done
using a variety of high quality texts using ‘Pathways to Write'.

To
support this handwriting, practice is undertaken regularly
across School and children write in pencil until they obtain a pen
licence. Teachers and Teaching Assistants are expected to
demonstrate high quality presentation and handwriting when
marking, working with children or scribing in a lesson.

EYFS

In EYFS, children have daily fine motor opportunities. This allows for teachers to continually check the process of children's
handwriting (pencil grip and letter formation). This allows for staff to give extra guidance where appropriate. Children use high
quality texts and role play areas as a stimulus to write with a purpose, e.g. writing shopping lists, labelling characters and images.
They will then develop this into writing instructions, simple punctuated sentences and use texts as a model for writing their own
stories.
