*If needed, your child could draw out their own circles and colour in the different fraction amounts to visualise the fractions. Make sure each circle is the same size and is split up into the denominator number (3 is the example).
Challenge - The second worksheet wants you to compare fractions with a different denominator number. The same rule applies in that you colour in the numerator (top number of the fraction) on each shape given. However, if you need to draw your own shapes to visualise the fraction, make sure each of the shapes are the same size but if they have a different denominator split them by that number. Finally, use the numerator (top number of the fraction) and colour the fraction pieces in according to this number. 

Example - These circles are all the same size but split into different amount because of their denomiator number. All 3 circles have only 1 fraction coloured in though because all three fractions have the numerator of 1.
