Today’s task will be using a dictionary either paper form or using an online one. I have enclosed a worksheet with key words from the story that I would like you to find in a dictionary and write the meaning of these words (definition). It is a skill using a dictionary, remember dictionary words go in alphabetical order. You may need some help and support when finding the words. 
For the end of the week please can you save yoghurt pots, toilet/kitchen roll holders, a plastic cup, newspaper or coloured paper and find some stones/small rocks perhaps when you are on your daily exercise walk. (I would say shells but sadly Prescot isn’t near the sea.)
Maths
Following on from last week’s learning and finding a half of a given number, today we will be focusing on finding a third. For our daily maths activity, some questions have pictorial representations but for those that do not here is a little tip to help you along the way. 

My top time for finding a fraction of a number or an amount is this:

For example if you were asked to find 1/3 of 12.

Firstly look at the denominator. If the denominator is 3 then draw out 3 baskets (circles). Then share the quantity or number (in this case 12) into the 3 baskets equally. Finally like at the numerator. If the numerator is 1, look at the amount in 1 basket and that is the answer.
