English- Parents this work is over two days, your child may need help and support with this activity.                                                                                     For today and Thursday’s English lessons, I would like you to write descriptions of the characters (worksheet uploaded). Start by writing adjectives to describe their appearance, each character is different in the story. Some are human, some are animals. Then write some character sentences describing their appearance, personalities, traits and their actions in the story. Use the words you have used around the characters and put them into sentences. Remember you are not writing the story, just about the characters. The last character I have left blank, try and remember who was also in the story. Draw the character, adding in adjectives and as with all the other characters, write some sentences about the final one. Try to use different words to describe your characters, don’t just list and try to write interesting sentences. Choose two for today and two for tomorrow. 
Maths
Now that we have practised finding 1/2, 1/3 and 1/4 of an amount, today we are going to finding 2/4 or even 3/4 of an amount. To do this we will be building on our previous learning that we have built up over the last few weeks. 

Remember 

My top time for finding a fraction of a number or an amount is this:
For example if you were asked to find 1/4 of 20.

Firstly look at the denominator. If the denominator is 4 then draw out 4 baskets (circles). Then share the quantity or number (in this case 20) into the 4 baskets equally. 

Finally like at the numerator. If the numerator is 1, look at the amount in 1 basket and that is the answer (5).  
If the questions ask you to find 2/4 then do the exact same method.

However, because the numerator is now 2, this means that you should look at the amount in 2 baskets and then add them together to find the answer.
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Remember maths can be physical and you can use objects around the house to help you.

Geography
Our Geography topic for this half term is based on the seaside environment. Throughout the term the children will be learning about what different seaside locations are like. First of all to begin our topic here are some questions for you to think about…

What do you already know about the seaside? 

What is the seaside like? 

What things can you do at a seaside resort?

Why do people visit seaside resorts? 

What are these people called? 

Have you visited a seaside resort? Where was this?  

(This can be a written or speaking and listening activity)

Where Is Our Nearest Seaside? Using Google Maps or a suitable map you have at home (which shows the location of the local area in relation to the nearest coastline), locate our school using the postcode L342QN pinpoint the location of the school and the local area. Next… look at the location of the nearest coast. 
Where do we live? Where is the nearest seaside resort to us?
Survey activity- Ask members of your family what seaside resorts in the UK they have visited. Use the Seaside Survey Activity Sheet to support data collection. You could create your own graph, make a tally chart or even use ICT to display your findings. 
Which was the most popular place to visit?
