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Spellings
This week’s spellings are:

Please practise your handwriting as well as filling in the spelling word from this week’s spelling list.
English- Parents same task as yesterday choosing the two remaining characters today.

For today’s English lessons, it is the same as yesterday choosing two characters writing descriptions of them (worksheet uploaded yesterday). Start by writing adjectives to describe their appearance, each character is different in the story. Some are human, some are animals. Then write some character sentences describing their appearance, personalities, traits and their actions in the story. Use the words you have used around the characters and put them into sentences. Try to use different words to describe your characters, don’t just list and try to write interesting sentences.
Maths
Building on our previous learning of, first of all, finding 1/2, 1/3 and 1/4 of an amount and then more recently progressing onto finding 2/4 or even 3/4 of an amount, today we will be finding a fraction of a quantity such as centimetres (cms).
All of your previous methods apply and can be put into practise today as lots of the questions do not have pictorial representations to help you. 
Remember maths can be physical and you can use objects around the house to help you.

If the questions ask you to find 3/4, firstly look at the denominator. 
If the denominator is 4 then draw out 4 baskets (circles). Then share the quantity or number (in this case 12) into the 4 baskets equally. 

Finally look at the numerator. If the numerator is 3, you should look at the amount in 3 baskets and then add them together to find the answer.
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Challenge – See if you can crack the mind challenge (attached in class folder).
