Maths
Today’s objective in maths is to be able to exchange a coin with other coins of different denominations. It is important to note that it must be equal to the value of the original coin (to make the same amount you started off with). For example:

Lesson Approach

To begin this lesson, tell pupils that you want to exchange £1 for
small change. Ask them for a variety of ways, telling them first you
want only 5 coins back. Is this possible? How can you do it? Then
ask for 2 coins back, 10 coins, 12 coins and so on. Is this possible?
How can we do this? Let pupils explore this and come up with a
variety of methods. Organise the information by recording their
answers in a chart. Try this exercise with different amounts, e.g. £2,
10p. 50p. Emphasise that when we exchange coins, the total value
of the exchanged coins must be equal to the value of the original
coin.

During Guided Practice, pupils are exploring the number of ways
they can show a certain amount in coins.
