English- Theme seaside/beach
In today’s English, you will be creating a ‘made up’ postcard to send to a friend or family member. You have to pretend that you are holidaying at the beach or seaside. I have enclosed a power point for your reference to read before you write your postcard.  You will need to write an address on the right hand side of the postcard. Talk about what you have been up to. Write about the weather, who you are with, what activities you have done. It is not a story, it should be short sentences informing the person who will receive the postcard. I am assuming that at some point we have all been to the seaside or beach. It could be Formby, Blackpool, Jersey, Bondi or even the Maldives and if you haven’t been to a beach or seaside that’s fine, pretend ask your parents and make up a new location. I would like you to use your home learning books to design and write your own postcard. I have also enclosed template of postcards. You could print one off and use this if you prefer and glue it in your home learning book. The choice is yours. 
Maths
Today’s objective in maths is to be able to calculate the total amount of money. 

My top tip for word problems is to, first of all, circle the numbers in the question and then figure out what the question is asking you to do (+ - x or ÷). In this case most questions will be based on addition. 

To begin with, challenges include questions to support finding the total of different amounts of money, including adding 2 or 3 written amounts with images to support.
Then to extend your learning on page 2, questions include finding the total of different amounts of money by adding up to 3 amounts with written amounts and images to support.
Extension- If you fancy a challenge, why not have a go at page 3. These challenges include questions to support finding the total amount of money but with the use of multiple coins of the same value, written amounts and images. 

Georgraphy

This week in Geography, your task is to look at a map of Great Britain and mark out the places that are on the coast and potentially seaside resorts. Use two colours to do this and make two list of places:

Places by the sea
Places NOT by the sea 

Once completed, look at your Places by the sea column and decide with family which places are popular British seaside resorts. Have you visited any on the list? 

*Have you visited any that are not on your list? If so can you locate them on a map and plot them down using a third colour?
