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Lesson Approach

To begin this lesson, show pupils different volumes of water in three
containers. Introduce the term 'volume' and ask them if they can tell
which container has the most volume of water. Let them discuss this
and explain their answers. Ask pupils if they know a good way to
check the volume of water in the containers.

Pour the water from the containers into three identical measuring
jugs. Is it possible to tell the difference in the volume of water now?
Why or why not? Allow pupils to consider their thoughts again, then
lead a discussion on the identical containers by saying your friend
said the water level in container B is greater than the water levels in
the other containers, therefore, container B has the greatest volume
of water. Ask pupils if they know which container has the least
volume of water. Then proceed to compare two containers at a time
and use > and < to record the results.

Look at the water levels and compare.
