Show
them two that have already been done and say that your friend did them: one
overlaps exactly and the other does not. Ask them if they know which is the
correct way, then set them the task of folding the shapes.

Prompt pupils to see that all of the shapes (except the dark pink triangle) can
be folded and stick their examples on the board. Do some shapes have more
than one way they can be folded? Ask them about the pink triangle; can it be
folded exactly in half? Give them time to explore this, then ask them to draw

lines with a felt tip (and a ruler) over the folded line they made on the shapes.
Ask them if they know what these lines are called (lines of symmetry). A 2-D
shape that has at least one line of symmetry is described as 'symmetrical’
