Art & Design 
Lowry painted lots of people in his works but he didn’t make them very detailed.  
Instead he drew them as ‘matchstick figures’, using simple shapes to show you what they were doing.  
Today’s objective is to be able to draw figures in a Lowry’s matchstick style.  
Follow the attached worksheets. Can you point out the matchstick figures in a painting by LS Lowry? Now think about what a particular figure is doing in a painting by LS Lowry. Now look at the attached sheet for matchstick figures examples. When beginning to draw your own figures, 
 
1. Use pencils, pens, pastels or charcoal to draw your matchstick figures.  Make sure you try drawing with each of these.  
2. Think about what your people are doing.  Use the shape of their bodies to show their actions.  
3. Fill your page with small matchstick people. They are going to fill up your Lowry City Collage!  
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
